1. All corners are marked with capped 1/2" iron rods stamped "KAZ" unless otherwise noted.

2. FLOOD STATEMENT: | have reviewed the F.E.M.A. Flood Insurance Rate Map for Denton County, community number 480774, effective
date 04-18-2011, and that map indicates as scaled, that a portion of this property is within "Non-Shaded Zone X" defined as "areas determined
to be outside the 0.2% annual chance floodplain", and a portion is within "Shaded Zone AE" defined as "special flood hazard areas subject to
inundation by the 1% annual chance flood (100-year); with base flood elevations determined" as shown on panel 0510 G of said map.

3. The purpose of this amending plat is to change the lot line between lots 4 & 5, merge lots 10, 11 & 12 into 2 lots and to adjust the front
building line from 50 feet to 40 feet from the front lot lines.

4. Bearings shown hereon are referenced to the Texas coordinate system of 1983, North Central Zone (4202), and are based on the North
American Datum of 1983, 2011 adjustment.

8. The City of Denton has adopted the national electrical safety code (the "code"). The code generally prohibits structures within 17.5 feet on
either side of the centerline of overhead distribution lines and within 37.5 feet on either side of the centerline of overhead transmission lines. In
some instances the code requires greater clearances. Building permits will not be issued for structures within these clearance areas. Contact the
building official with specific questions.

9. The subject tract shown is zoned City of Denton Extraterritorial Jurisdiction (ETJ).
10.  Private improvements cannot encroach onto existing public or private easements.
11.  Onsite sewage facilities shall not be located inside publicly dedicated easements.

12.  Adriveway culvert permit must be obtained from Development Services by the owner of each lot prior to the construction, installation or
placement of any driveway access improvements within the dedicated right-of-way.

13.  No construction, without written approval from Denton County shall be allowed within an identified 'FIRM' floodplain area, and then only
after a detailed floodplain development permit including engineering plans and studies show that no rise in the base flood elevation (BFE) will
result, that no flowing will result, that no obstruction to the natural flow of water will result; and subject to all owners of the property affected by
such construction becoming a party to the request. Where construction is permitted, all finish floor elevations shall be a minimum of two foot
above the 100-year flood elevation.

14.  All surface drainage easements shall be kept clear of fences, buildings, foundations, plantings and other obstructions to the operation and
maintenance of the drainage facility.

15.  The maintenance of paving, grading and drainage improvements and/or easements shown on this plat are the responsibility of the
individual property owners and do not constitute acceptance of same for maintenance purposes by Denton County.

16.  Blocking the flow of water or construction improvements in surface drainage easements, and filing or obstructing the floodway is prohibited.

17.  Denton county will not be responsible for any damage, personal injury or loss of life or property occasioned by flooding or flooding
conditions.

18.  The existing creeks or drainage channels traversing along or across the addition will remain as open channels and will be maintained by
the individual property owners of the lot or lots that are traversed by or adjacent to the drainage courses along or across the lots.

19.  This plat is hereby adopted by the owner and approved by the City of Denton (called “city”) subject to the following conditions that shall be
binding upon the owners, their heirs, grantees, and successors. the drainage and detention easement within the limits of this addition shall remain
open at all times and will be maintained in a safe and sanitary condition by the owners of the lot or lots that are traversed by or adjacent to the
drainage and detention easement. The city will not be responsible for the maintenance and operation of said easement or for any damage to
private property or person that results from conditions in the easement, or for the control of erosion. No obstruction to the natural flow of storm
water run-off shall be permitted by construction of any type of building, fence or any other structure within the drainage and detention easement,
as herein above defined, unless approved by the city. The owners shall keep the drainage and detention easement clear and free of debris, silt,
and any substance that would result in unsanitary conditions or obstruct the flow of water. The city shall have the right of ingress and egress for
the purpose of inspection and supervision of maintenance by the owners to alleviate any undesirable conditions that may occur. furthermore, the
city shall have the right, but not the obligation, to enter upon the above-described drainage and detention easement to remove any obstruction to
the flow of water, after giving the owners written notice of such obstruction and owners fail to remove such obstruction should the City of Denton
be compelled to remove any obstruction to the flow of water, after giving the owners written notice of such obstruction and owners fail to remove
such obstruction, The city of Denton shall be reimbursed by the owners for reasonable costs for labor, materials, and equipment for each
instance. The natural drainage through the drainage and detention easement is subject to storm water overflow and natural bank erosion to an
extent that cannot be definitely defined. The city shall not be held liable for any damages of any nature resulting from the occurrence of these
natural phenomena or resulting from the failure of any structure or structures, within the easement or otherwise.

20. Proposed drainage channels, swales and flumes, grading for such, proposed detention structures including banks, slopes, storm pipes,
concrete structures, detention waters storage areas, flumes, aprons, rip-rap, grassed areas and landscaping and any other appurtenances, shall
be owned by and maintained by the lot owners that those structures are contained within. The owner may not alter them, impede their function or
otherwise modify them from their configuration as shown in the final as-built civil drawings. The lot owners are only responsible for the portions of
the detention structures that lie within their property boundary. These structures receive and control public storm water and each owner
acknowledges this and their responsibility for sole maintenance with full understanding that the received waters will vary in quality and quantity.
Although upstream and downstream properties rely on the proper maintenance and function of the detention structures and drainage ways, the
owner of the structures may not transfer responsibility or require compensation for maintenance. The responsible owners shall also remove silt
accumulation, maintain grass coverage and prevent erosion, burrowing animals, and excessive long-term pooling of waters that would contribute
to mosquito or other pest infestation. The owners of Lots 5, 6, 9 and 10 shall not prevent entry of City, County and private design engineering
and construction staff for the purpose of inspection of the detention structures. Said staff may prepare reports suggesting needed improvements
or maintenance and provide it to the owner with a timeline for corrective action and deadlines for such. If the owner does not perform the
corrective actions, the City or County may enter and complete repairs or maintenance at the owner's cost.
